Issue Background 

At its meeting of December 15, 2010, the Board approved leasing 455 Gordon Baker 
Road for use by the Revenue Operations department.  However, costs related to the 
design and construction of the tenant improvements required to accommodate Revenue 
Operations at 455 Gordon Baker Road caused staff to reconsider its options.  At its 
meeting of November 21, 2012, the Board authorized a change in use for 455 Gordon 
Baker for Materials and Procurements use as an inventory storage and control facility.  

An agreement to lease was signed by both the TTC and landlord, but the parties were 
unable to agree on the formal lease terms.  In April 2013, TTC notified the landlord that 
it was terminating the agreement to lease as the parties were unable to agree on the 
terms of the formal lease agreement.  The landlord subsequently initiated an action 
against the TTC.
