| Transit Service and Traffic Impacts

» Access to the station will be maintained throughout construction.
 No impacts to subway service on Line 2 — Bloor Danforth.

« During some stages, pedestrian detours will be in place and traffic lanes may be closed or
reduced.

* In order to accommodate excavation, caissons and building the underground
structure, traffic lanes at Strathmore and Linnsmore intersection will be affected:

(Strathmore, west of Linnsmore) eastbound lane closed for traffic in Phase 1
(Linnsmore, north of Strathmore) will be closed in Phase 2

(Linnsmore, north of Strathmore) southbound lane will be closed during phases 3 & 4
